Dear Friends,

Happy New Year! Yeah, | know it’s not January 1% yet, although
that’s right around the corner as well, but today does mark the
beginning of new liturgical year in the Church. It means a shift in
readings, now onto the Gospel of Matthew, who we will hear from
throughout this year. For many it's one of the most beloved of all
the gospels and includes some of the greats such as the
Beatitudes and also the separation of sheep and goats, which we
won'’t hear until the end of the liturgical year.

It does, of course, also mark the beginning of the season of
Advent which so often gets overlooked because of our focus on
Christmas. If you follow the readings, especially this weekend,
you'll notice it doesn’t even sound anything like Christmas! As a
matter of fact, the gospel comes from late in Matthew’s gospel as
Jesus prepares for death but often is used to reflect the second
coming of Christ.

So there are three focuses of Advent, the first being the second
coming of Christ, also Christ coming into our hearts, as well as, of
course, the coming of Christ at Christmas and the ongoing reality
of the incarnation continuing to happen in the world today. That’s
the part we often forget. We often celebrate it like our birthday
but the incarnation is more than that. Sure there was a historical
birth, but like me and you, the mystery of our own lives continues
to unfold at this very moment, as does the Christ. This is our time
to prepare ourselves and to be aware of where the Christ
continues to manifest with every breath of our lives.

On another note, next weekend | will not be with you. Within the
past year | “retired” from working with Rachel’s Vineyard, who
conducts retreats for men, and women who have had abortions,
but the group | worked with was short a trained priest so they
asked if I can come along. | work with the group out of Harrisburg
for the sake of anonymity for people. That being said, the group
sends in a priest to fill-in for me so he will be covering the Masses
at St. Mary’s on December 3-4". As I'm out helping with the
ministry he’ll be here speaking about the ministry. It's the trade-
off we do in order to be available for Rachel’'s Vineyard/Project
Rachel. Pray for myself and for all who will participate in the
weekend, seeking to begin the healing process in their lives.
