Dear Friends,

As we now pass the mid-point of February, it means that Lent is
just around the corner. You will soon receive a card in the mail
will all the dates and times regarding Ash Wednesday as well as
for the Triduum and Easter celebrations. There will be some
modifications this year now that we are forming this pastorate
and deciding how we proceed into the future. As with
everything, schedules and such will take a little getting used to
for everyone.

Ash Wednesday will provide ample opportunity to celebrate
Liturgy and receive ashes. We'll begin the day at 7am and
8:30am at St. Pius, followed by 12 Noon at St. Mary’s, 6pm at St.
Mary’s and finally 7pm at St. Pius. Mass will be celebrated at all
the times in the respective church.

There will be some changes for the celebration of the Triduum in
order to celebrate together at least for some of the days, mindful
that the Triduum is a continuous celebration beginning on
Thursday. Although there is Tenebrae, Stations, and even Living
Stations at different times, the times and such will be announced
closer to Holy Week. Holy Thursday we will celebrate at both
Parishes at 7pm. The Traditional Good Friday with Veneration of
the Cross will be held at St. Mary’s at 3pm. The Great Easter
Vigil will be celebrated at St. Pius at 7:30pm.

The goal for these days, and we will work towards the goal as
best as we can this year, is to cross-minister the different
parishes, including lectors and musicians, especially for the
Easter Vigil. The choir of St. Mary’s will join with St. Pius for the
Vigil Mass as we celebrate together!

Why now? Well, this year we have no one at either place
coming into the Church so it makes it a little easier to manage.
Also, Thursday remains the most popular of the days typically in
all churches, with Friday and Saturday drawing smaller crowds.
Again, as we get closer we'll also have Stations, Living Stations,
and Tenebrae that will be added at the parishes.
